The Regina Dragon Boat Festival Committee is planning this year’s event once again for the Labour Day weekend from September 2 to 3, 2016.  This year marks the 25th Anniversary of this festival. The event will return to the south side of Wascana Lake, with the Queen Elizabeth II and Legislative Building as its back drop.

“Our event is one of the longest running Dragon Boat Festivals in Canada,” said Amber Smale, volunteer president of the Festival. “We are a volunteer run, non-profit organization that would not exist without our valuable partners. Following the races, the Dragon’s Lair Beer Gardens will feature a second evening cabaret. 
Additionally, there will be various kids activities, face painting, ReMax Bouncy Castle and much more.  The cultural stage in the Dragon’s Lair Tent on Saturday will feature many Chinese and cultural performances beginning at 1 pm.  There’s truly something for everyone, so don’t miss out.
The event is free to the public and all are encouraged to take in the breakfast in the Park Saturday from 8 to 11 am.  The cost is $5 and all proceeds go to the Scouts.
